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COUNTY EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING SET FOR JANUARY 10TH AT THE LONE STAR CONVENTION CENTER
The first quarterly meeting of the Republican County Executive Committee (CEC) for 2006 has been scheduled for Tuesday, January 10, 2006 at 7:30 p.m. at the Lone Star Convention Center, 9055 Airport Road (FM 1484), Conroe 77303. Airport Road can best be accessed from East Loop 336 North. The Vacancy Committee will convene in the same location at 6:45 p.m. preceding the CEC meeting to consider Precinct Chairman vacancies. There will be no Munch & Mingle Social held prior to the CEC meeting. “Due to the size of the crowd expected for this important meeting of the CEC, we decided that the larger facilities at the Convention Center would be necessary”, according to County Chairman Walter Wilkerson. “We will have a larger meeting room and smaller rooms for the caucuses (meetings) of the Senatorial District Precinct Chairmen”, he added.  All meetings are open to the public.

The CEC will consider acting on the Vacancy Committee report and then conduct the drawing for order of candidate names on the March 7th General Primary ballot. The CEC will also approve the Primary voting system to be used, as well as the appointment of Election Judges for the 2006 General and Runoff Primary elections. The County Chairman will present a report on the Primary elections.

The place and time for the Precinct Convention will be set by the CEC. Traditionally the Precinct Conventions are held at the precinct polling location, and a Convention must not begin before the last precinct voter has voted. Texas Election Laws also require that a Convention must not convene before 7 p.m. or later than 9 p.m. on the day of the General Primary election. Each Precinct Convention will select Delegates and Alternate Delegates to attend the Senatorial District Convention according to a ratio adopted by the Precinct Chairmen from their respective Senatorial Districts.

During a recess of the CEC meeting, Senatorial District #3 and Senatorial District #4 Precinct Chairmen must caucus (meet) to select the Chairman of each Senatorial District, who serves as the Temporary Chairman of each District Convention. The Senatorial District caucuses will also set the time and place to convene each Senatorial District Convention scheduled for Saturday, March 25th. The Senatorial District Conventions will adopt resolutions to be forwarded to the State Republican Convention and select Delegates and Alternate Delegates to attend the State Convention that will be held in San Antonio on June 2nd and 3rd.
