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COUNTY EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

OCTOBER 24TH IN CONROE CITY HALL
The fourth quarterly meeting of the Republican County Executive Committee (CEC) for 2006 will be held Tuesday, October 24th at 7:30 p.m. on the sixth floor of the Conroe City Hall located at 300 West Davis Street. The elevators may be accessed from the West Phillips Street entrance. The Vacancy Committee will convene at 6:45 p.m. in the same location to consider Precinct Chairman vacancies. There will be no Munch & Mingle Social prior to the CEC meeting. The public is invited to attend these meetings.

The CEC will hear a Treasurer’s report and consider acting on the Vacancy Committee report. A Campaign Report summary will be presented by the County Chairman, Dr. Wally Wilkerson. Yard signs and bumper stickers will be available. 

GET-OUT-THE-VOTE CAMPAIGN UNDERWAY
Since July, the Party has been working diligently to develop and fund an aggressive Get-Out-The-Vote (GOTV) program that would maximize the voter turnout during the early voting period, October 23rd through November 3rd, and on election day, November 7th. Traditionally, the turnout in a mid-term election year is about one-half the turnout in a presidential election year. In 2002, the statewide turnout percentage was about thirty-five and the countywide percentage was just over thirty-eight. The total countywide vote was 75,058 with 31,342 of that total consisting of straight Republican votes.

The Organization Committee adopted a GOTV plan patterned after the successful plan in 2002 and 2004 along with a budget to fund the plan and the Finance Committee voted to fund the budget. At the August 29th CEC meeting the Committee unanimously passed both the GOTV plan and budget. The plan consists of the following programs listed in order of the highest to the lowest priority:

· A GOTV telephone contact with Republican households in all 85 precincts

· A GOTV telephone contact with Independent households in 15 precincts with the highest percent voter turnout in the 2002 general election

· Target precinct walks with distribution of 67,000 GOTV door hangers prior to the early voting period

· Automated GOTV election day calls to all Republican households that failed to vote during the early voting period.

· A direct GOTV mail piece to new (since the 2006 April Runoff election) registered voter households

A computer program designed by Mark Turnbull will allow GOTV calls to be completed from a volunteer caller’s home using their computer and an online list of households.  A voter will also be able to request such things as mail ballot applications, yard signs and bumper stickers and the volunteer will be able to create a work order for this request that will automatically be printed out in the Headquarters. “This innovative program has allowed us to decentralize our phone bank operation and convert the operation to a neighbor to neighbor contact while updating our data system in the Headquarters”, County Chairman, Wally Wilkerson, announced.  “This computer program has evolved over a period of about four years and it will increase our pool of volunteer callers since they will not have to drive to the Headquarters in order to complete the GOTV calls.” The Chairman said he was not aware of another county in the state that has such a computer program. Perry is campaigning for his second four-year term as Governor. In 2000, he was elevated from Lieutenant Governor to Governor to fill the unexpired term of Governor George W. Bush and was elected to his first full term as Governor in 2002. He has served as a State Representative, Agriculture Commissioner and Lieutenant Governor.
