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COUNTY EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

FEBRUARY 6TH IN CONROE CITY HALL
The first quarterly meeting of the Montgomery County Republican Party Executive Committee (CEC) for 2007 will be held Tuesday evening, February 6th at 7:30 p.m. on the sixth floor of the Conroe City Hall located at 300 West Davis Street in Conroe. Elevators may be accessed from the West Phillips Street entrance. There will be no Munch & Mingle Social prior to the meeting due to imminent renovation of the building as part of the downtown façade program. “All the windows and doors in the building will be replaced and the façade of the building will be restored to its original appearance”, County Chairman Dr. Walter Wilkerson said. The hotel structure was completed in 1931 during the Conroe oil field boom.
The CEC will hear a Treasurer’s Report, adopt the 2007 budget and discuss a spring Party fundraiser featuring United States Senator John Cornyn. The County Chairman will present a 2006 GOTV Program review and a number of GOTV volunteers will be recognized for their extraordinary work. The Organization Chairman, Hartley Mackintosh will then lead a critique of the GOTV program. “We would like to have a full review of the GOTV program with discussion of the pros and cons so that we can fine tune it for the 2008 election”, Mackintosh said. “All Precinct Chairs and volunteers are urged to bring any written comments they may wish to be entered in the report to be written following the discussion”. The public is invited to attend the meeting.
2006 ELECTION RECAP
The Republican Party suffered a setback at the national level that extended into Texas with the loss of two Congressional seats- District #22 (Tom Delay) and District #23 (Henry Bonilla). The contest for the control of the Congress was very close. Eighteen (18) U. S. House of Representatives seats were decided by less than 5,000 votes each and three U. S. Senate seats were decided by two (2) percent or less of the vote. Montgomery County Republicans could do little to alter the outcome of these elections. In Montgomery County, every Republican candidate on the ballot was victorious at the State, District and County level. 

The losses were not unprecedented. In FDR’s sixth year in 1938, Democrats lost seventy-one seats in the House and thirteen seats in the Senate. In Eisenhower’s sixth year in 1958, Republicans lost forty-seven (47) House seats and thirteen (13) in the U. S. Senate. In JFK/LBJ’s sixth year in 1966, Democrats lost forty-seven House seats and three (3) in the Senate. Even in Ronald Reagan’s sixth year, Republicans lost five (5) House seats and eight (8) Senate seats. 
· There were 81,970 (36.40% turnout) votes cast in the County out of a total voter registration of 225,179.
· Early voting turnout was 31,749 or 14.10% of registered voters; election-day turnout was 50,221 or 22.30%.

· Straight Republican Party votes in the county numbered 30,263 or 36.92% of the 81,970 votes cast.
· State-wide, 4,399,068 votes were cast in the race for Governor out of a voter registration total of 13,074,279, resulting in a state-wide turnout percentage of 33.65%. This was 2.75% less than the county-wide turnout of 36.40%. If the 32,788 voters on the County Suspense List were excluded, the county-wide turnout would be 42.61%.
· Since the 1998 election, Montgomery County has exceeded the state-wide turnout percentage in every election due largely to the Party’s aggressive Get-Out-The-Vote program.

· Texas outdid many other states by electing Republicans to all sixteen (16) state-wide offices, increasing the number of seats in the State Senate to twenty (20, one short of a two-thirds a majority), maintaining a majority in the State House Representatives with eighty-one (81) seats (loss of six seats) and electing two hundred (200) new Republican candidates to local and district office.
· Republicans made gains in ninety-five (95) counties while Democrats made gains in only seventeen (17) counties.

· U. S. Congressman, Kevin Brady of The Woodlands, handily won re-election with 67.27% of the vote (105,665) in his multi-county district. His 59,765 votes in Montgomery County represented 56.56% of the district total vote.

· State Representatives Rob Eissler (District #15) and John Otto (District #18) won re-election with 73.33% and 76.00% of the vote, respectively. Brandon Creighton was elected to replace State Representative (District #16) Ruben Hope with 75.04% of the vote.

· U. S. Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison received the highest number of votes of any of the sixteen (16) state-wide Republican candidates on the County ballot with 60,593 votes.

· The Governor’s race attracted the highest number of County voters- 80,822.

· The average winning percent of the vote for the sixteen (16) state-wide Republican candidates on the ballot was 76.19%.

· The average percent of the total vote for the ten (10) state-wide Democrat candidates on the ballot was 22.23%.
· Governor Perry received 41,066 votes, a majority vote at 50.81%. Montgomery County was the only one of the top fifteen (15) counties in the State to give him a majority vote. Of the twenty-five (25) counties that gave the Governor a majority vote, Montgomery County cast the most votes for the Governor. Smith County was second with 23,695 votes.

· Democrat candidate for Governor, Chris Bell, received 11,700 votes (14.48%), good for a fourth place finish.
· District Clerk, Barbara Adamick, received the highest number of votes (62,854) of the eleven (11) county-wide Republican candidates on the ballot, followed by County Clerk Mark Turnbull with 62,743 votes.

· District Judge Cara Wood defeated her opponent, the first Democrat candidate for District Judge since 1992,   with 72.18% of the vote after a spirited campaign.
· County Judge Alan Sadler won re-election by defeating his Libertarian opponent with 84.17% of the vote and County Commissioner Precinct #4 Ed Rinehart won re-election by defeating his Democrat opponent with 64.58% of the vote.
