MCRP ACTIVE IN 2009
While there have been no partisan elections in 2009, your Party organization has been very active. The number one priority has been to help build a stronger Young Republican (YRS ages 18-40) Club and form a Teenage Republican Club (TARS ages 13-19). Jonathon Koch of Porter is the new YR President, replacing Mario Rosales who did an outstanding job leading a new organization in 2008. The TARS have over twenty charter members after only two meetings. Andrew Karl of the Woodlands has been elected President, and Holly Arbuckle has been named Adult Supervisor. In March the Party had a booth at THE CHAMBER Business Expo held in The Woodlands Marriott Hotel. A number of new contacts were made, and info about the Party was handed out to many visitors. In May, a booth was set up at the Hispanic Chamber’s Fiesta Universal Celebration held on the Towne Green Park in The Woodlands.  This was the second year the Party has had a presence at this event. Our reception was very positive. On July 2nd, Party volunteers manned a booth at the Tea Party held at the Montgomery County Park. It was sunny and hot, but more than 120 people signed up to receive our NEWSLETTER, 13 teenagers signed up to join the TARS and several joined the YRS.  Thanks to the efforts of Melinda, Branson and Brooklyn Fredricks, Brigitte and Dominic Izzo and the entire Andrew Karl family, “Miss Ellie”, our seven high foot paper mache’ elephant, participated in the Woodlands July 4th Parade. She was a big hit. Thousands of peppermint balls were distributed along the route to a large, enthusiastic crowd, many who shouted “Vote Republican”. Just behind “Miss Ellie”, our Democrat friends followed with a cardboard windmill labeled “Clean Energy”. They probably should also have had a teleprompter!
Headquarters has been the center of Party activity. The website is being overhauled by Melinda Fredricks, Party Executive Assistant, so it will be updated prior to 2010. The mailing list is being constantly edited by removing and adding household addresses. 2008 voter history is being added to our database in order for it to be ready this fall as we prepare for the 2010 election cycle. A large and competitive Primary is the expectation according to the County Chairman. “With a hotly contested gubernatorial race and a number of local officeholder retirements, I expect a record turnout for a non-presidential year”, he said. “We will be ready”.
