OBAMANOMICS
Karl Rove, longtime Republican political strategist, noted on March 27th: “The President has made taxes and spending the big issues again. Mr. Obama said his budget moves America ‘from an era of borrow and spend to save and invest’. But people are realizing he would add $9.3 trillion to the national debt, doubling it in six years and nearly tripling it in ten years, according to the Congressional Budget Office (CBO). How can that be save and invest.”
The budget deficit was $459 billion in the last fiscal year. For the current fiscal year it was $569 billion when Obama took office but with his stimulus package and his budget proposal, another $1.276 trillion will be added to the deficit, for a total of $1.845 trillion. According to CBO, after 2012, deficits will reach $1 trillion a year mark for the next nine years. By 2019, the debt could reach 82.4% of the Gross Domestic Product (GDP), a level last seen in 1947.  According to the Heritage Foundation, Washington spent $24,172 per household in 2007 before the recession; by 2019, President Obama’s budget would spend $32,463 per household- an inflation-adjusted $8,000 per household expansion of government spending. These totals do not include a projected 7% annual increase in the cost of Social Security, Medicare and Medicaid. 
The President promised “if your family earns less than $250,000 a year, you will not see your taxes increased a single dime.” He then signed into law a 62-cent tobacco tax increase that does not exempt lower income smokers. The Obama budget proposes a $646 billion cap-and-trade tax on energy companies that will be passed on to all consumers even those earning less than $250,000 a year. The $1 trillion tax hike on the 3.2 million couples who earn over $250,000 annually will average more than $300,000 per filer over ten years. Charitable and non-profit organizations will suffer because of Obama’s proposal to reduce the value of charitable tax deductions that will benefit government coffers, not charities, by $318 billion dollars.
Senator Judd Gregg, ranking Budget Committee Republican, spoke about the effect of President Obama’s economic policies: “The United States has an exceptional history of one generation passing on to the next generation a more prosperous and stronger country, but that tradition is being put at risk”. “The problem with socialism is that you eventually run out of other people’s money”, Margaret Thatcher observed. Winston Churchill spoke from experience when he said: “The inherent vice of capitalism is the unequal sharing of blessings; the inherent virtue of socialism is the equal sharing of miseries”.
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
