The candidate filing period that began December 3 comes to an end at 6 pm, January 4th for all candidates either for a public or party office on the Republican Party Primary election ballot. Filing applications may be obtained by accessing the Party website at www.mcrp.org or the office of the Secretary of State at www.sos.state.tx.us . Filing applications sent by mail must be received prior to the deadline. Applications for public offices must be accompanied by the appropriate filing fee that is listed on the application. Applications for offices serving only Montgomery County must be filed with the Montgomery County Republican Party; applications for offices serving multiple counties must be filed with the Republican Party of Texas in Austin.
