# Article VII, MCRP Bylaws

The public is invited to attend.
The Officers of the Executive Committee (Vice-Chairman, Treasurer, Parliamentarian, General Counsel and Sergeant-at-Arms) are appointed by the County Chairman. Secretary of the CEC is elected by Executive Committee members. Members of each of the six Standing Committees (Vacancy, Rules, Candidates, Finance, Leadership & Organization and Headquarters & Volunteers) are selected jointly by the County Chairman and Executive Committee. No less than three-fifths of the members of each Committee shall be elected by the Executive Committee. The County Chairman appoints the remaining two-fifths of the members of each Committee including the Chairman.

Each Committee shall be composed of no less than five (5) nor more than thirty (30) members, except for the Finance and Candidates Committees which shall have no more than fifty (50) members. Qualifications for being eligible to serve on any Standing Committee shall include previous support of the Party’s nominees, with no record of having supported an opposition party’s candidate in the last preceding general election. Special Committees may be appointed by the County Chairman as deemed necessary.

Any Republican who wishes to serve on a Committee(s) will be considered for appointment by downloading and completing a Recommendation Form on the Party website. Besides a personal recommendation, Republicans may also recommend other qualified persons for Committee appointments. The completed form should be mailed to MCRP, POB 45, Conroe, TX 77305; sent via fax to 936-539-5858; or sent by email to info@mcrp.org. The deadline  for receiving recommendations will be Friday, May 7th. KARL ROVE SPEAKS TO A CAPACITY CROWD
On March 18th, Karl Rove spoke to an enthusiastic crowd of over 500 Republicans who gathered in The Woodlands Resort and Conference Ballroom to honor former Republican Presidents Lincoln and Reagan. Two members of the Teenage Republicans (TARS) recited speeches by each of the Presidents, and County Chairman Dr. Wally Wilkerson described the special relationship that existed between the Montgomery County Republican Party and Mr. Rove, a senior advisor to former President George W. Bush. Rove captivated the audience with his narratives about his service with Bush. “It was a remarkable evening that helped us reach our financial goals”, Wilkerson said. Rove had a book signing at The Woodlands Barnes & Noble Book Store prior to the banquet. Nearly 300 signed and numbered books were sold at the event. A few books priced at $35.00 each remain at the Headquarters.
PRIMARY ELECTIONS SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED

PARTY BEGINS PREPARATION FOR GENERAL ELECTION
The Primary election season ended with the April 13th Runoff. While the General Primary election turnout on March 2nd produced a record high turnout of 41,101, the Runoff Primary turnout was very disappointing with unofficial returns showing only 10,106 voters casting ballots. “Some Voting Precincts had less than 40 voters participate in 3 hard fought and well publicized judicial races”, Chairman Wilkerson said. “We may have to rethink our decision to hold Runoff elections in all 85 Precincts in the future. We will consider opening only the Early Voting locations for election-day voting in future Runoffs.” 
2010 Republican nominees at the County and Precinct levels will face no Democrat opposition in November. Incumbent Republican County Judge Alan Sadler will face an Independent candidate opponent and Republican nominees for District offices will have either a Democrat or a Libertarian opponent in the fall. “Many of the County’s voters forfeited their opportunity to choose those at the County and Precinct levels who will serve them for four years by not voting in either the Republican General Primary or Runoff Primary elections”, Wilkerson noted. “We are at a loss to explain this apathy amongst the voters.”
The Party organization will now turn its attention to preparations for the November election. “Precinct Chairmen training and updating telephone numbers on our voter list will receive immediate attention following the May organizational meeting of the County Executive Committee. We will then proceed with recruitment of Precinct workers to help carry out the Party’s Get-Out-The-Vote program and conduct Precinct Walks”. An increased voter turnout will be the major goal in 2010. Montgomery County has the capacity to turnout a higher percentage of voters in a mid-term election than ever before and elect all Republican statewide candidates. With redistricting a priority in 2011, Republicans cannot afford to fail in this endeavor if we are to change the direction of our country.
