PARTY PROCEEDS WITH HEADQUARTERS RENOVATION & PREPARATION FOR 2010 CAMPAIGN
With the successful conclusion of the Primary elections, the Party has turned its attention to two major tasks.  The first task is complete renovation of the Party Headquarters; and the second task is preparation for the 2010 campaign.

Thanks to the enthusiastic efforts of all four of County’s Republican Women’s organizations, the Party has made plans to renovate the main Headquarters space, move the business offices along with the office equipment to the former Headquarters space adjacent to the present Headquarters and convert the existing office space into a Republican Party historical archive and library. Headquarters Chairman Shirley Rogers and Brigitte Izzo serve as Co-Chairs of the renovation project. They have recruited Chris Lumpkin, Gary Reynolds and Bill Leigh, who are experienced builders, to assist the Party in accomplishing its renovation goals. Thank you gentlemen! And thanks to Helena van Orden of the LCARW and Alice Melancon of the MCRW and scores of women volunteers for cataloging the archival materials and historical memorabilia dating back to the 1950s. Carol Aufderhar recently donated a “Win with Ike for President” red scarf that her late husband had mounted on a board and covered with plastic. This gift will join an “Elect Barry Goldwater” yard sign and an empty can of a soft drink called “AuH2O” (Goldwater).  Thank you Carol!
On June 23rd, Conroe Live Inc., a nonprofit organization whose goal is to promote arts, history and education as it relates to downtown Conroe, announced plans to sell a series of note cards that will depict sketches of six historical buildings. One of the buildings will be the State Hotel on Metcalf (formerly Collins) Street which houses the Republican Headquarters. The hotel was built in 1931 during the Conroe oil field boom. The sketches will be printed on 3 x 5 cards that will have historical facts about each building. The cards will be placed on sale in October in sets of six or twelve.  The Headquarters was first opened in 1966 when the owners of the Hotel were two of the very few loyal Republicans in Conroe, Ruth and Norman Imler.
The Party is gearing up for a competitive 2010 campaign, primarily at the District and State levels, since none of the County or Precinct level Republican candidates has a Democrat opponent. County Judge Alan Sadler does have an Independent opponent and Republican 9th Court of Appeals Justice Charles Kreger has a Democrat opponent from Polk County. 
The County Party will direct an aggressive Get-Out-The-Vote (GOTV) program that will include voter contact by telephone and by precinct walks prior to and during the Early Voting Period. The GOTV telephone campaign will utilize the Party’s successful precinct based computer program that allows the precinct caller to access the voter list using the internet browser. The Republican primary voter data base from 2006 through 2010 will be updated by July 31st and voter telephone numbers will be updated during the month of August.
