2010 Election Recap
The 2010 Republican wave predicted by the polls became reality on November 2nd. The wave was magnified by an overwhelming number of straight-Republican ticket voters in Texas and over the nation. This was especially true in Montgomery County, where the Party’s Get-Out-The-Vote campaign completed over 20,000 phone calls to Republican households representing over 60,000 voters, and distributed over 15,000 Get-Out-The-Vote door hangers in targeted election precincts. One volunteer caller completed 1,096 calls, one completed 620 calls and one completed 531 calls. Thirty-one callers completed more than 250 calls each.

During the early voting period 35,767 straight-Republican votes were cast, and on election-day 24,668 straight-Republican votes were cast, for a grand total of 60,435 votes. This vote total represented 84.8% of all straight party votes in the county, and 52.2% of the 115,869 votes counted on election night. The 84.8% was the highest percent among the top fifteen counties in the State with the largest voter registration.

Forty-eight (48) precincts had 45% or greater turnout; thirty-two (32) precincts had 50% or greater; twelve (12) precincts had 55% or greater and four (4) precincts had 60% or greater. The County has eighty-five (85) election precincts. 
Six (6) precincts recorded 60% or greater straight-Republican ticket votes. They were: #66- 63%; #13- 62%; #39- 60%; #74- 60% and #76- 60%. All of these precincts lie in the southwestern area of the County. Fifty-five (55) of the eighty-five (85) precincts recorded 50% or greater straight-Republican ticket votes.
Governor Rick Perry received 82% of the vote in four (4) precincts- #13, #66, #72 and #76. Thirteen precincts (13) cast 80% or greater of their vote for Perry, and forty (40) precincts cast 75% or greater of their vote for Perry.
The most votes cast in a precinct, #63 (Walden), totaled 3,046. The next four precincts with the most votes cast were: Precinct #29 (Magnolia Area)- 2,825; Precinct #3 (West Woodlands Area)- 2,665; Precinct #74 (Magnolia Area)- 2,578 and Precinct #75 (FM 1488 Corridor)- 2,449.
