2012 VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES
With the 2012 elections only months away, the Party is making preparations to conduct the Primary elections, hold Precinct campaign training sessions in four regions of the county, raise campaign funds, expand the volunteer pool, update voter lists, increase voter contacts and maintain the Headquarter services. Since one of the preparations is expanding our volunteer pool, we are pleased to report an increase in the number of calls to the Headquarters from voters who want to become volunteers. The callers have expressed a common desire to “do something to save our country”. They have been offered a number of opportunities for volunteer work. Those opportunities are:
· Become a Headquarters volunteer- The Party Headquarters, one of the windows through which the voters view the Party, is located at 310 Metcalf (formerly Collins) Street in Conroe. It is open Monday-Thursday from 9 am-5 pm and Friday 9am-1pm with work shifts of 9 am-1 pm and 1 pm-5 pm. It is closed on holidays and the month of July each year. · Become a Precinct volunteer- The voting Precinct is the smallest unit of the Party organization and is often referred to as the “grassroots”. It is supervised by the Precinct Chairman who serves as a member of the County Executive Committee (CEC), and is elected every two years in the General Primary by a majority of Precinct voters. Precinct volunteers assist the Chairman with activities such as elections, precinct walks, yard sign distribution and with the get-out-the-vote (GOTV) telephone program.
